	Financial Operations Systems: The CNMI DYS utilizes the method of Random Moment in Time (RMT) to calculate costs.
DCCA-DYS is being assessed an indirect cost of 9.23% (with utilities) or 32% (without utilities) for its federal grants.

1.  DYS Admin includes Administrator, Grant Writer, Accountant II, (2) Administrative Specialists, (1) Administrative Officer and (2) Support Staff
2. DYS Admin prepares all allotments, purchase requisitions, travel doc., etc. and maintains book keeping of all its accounts.  All accounts are now entered into the new Financial Management System (MUNIS).
3. Allotments or purchase requisitions are then submitted to Accountant IV at the department level for review before signature of expenditure authority (DCCA Secretary).
