DCCA-DYS will be assessed an indirect cost of 4.37% (with utilities) or 10.54% (without utilities) for its federal
grants (percentage may vary depending on negotiated IDC rate).

2. DYS Admin prepares all allotments, purchase requisitions, travel doc., etc. and maintains book keeping of all its
accounts. All accounts are now entered into the new Financial Management System (MUNIS).

3. Allotments or purchase requisitions are then submitted to the department level for review before signature of
expenditure authority (DCCA Secretary).

4. Allotments are then routed to CNMI Office of Grants Management and Office of Management, Department of
Finance and the Office of Management & Budget. Purchase Requisitions and travel documents are forwarded to
the Administrator, DCCA Secretary (expenditure authority), Procurement Office and Finance for approval to
become a purchase order or approved travel.

5. Payments are processed by DYS and submitted to the CNMI Department of Finance through MUNIS.

6. DYS coordinates all liquidations with the CNMI Department of Finance.
